What is CPC?

• CPC is NOT a credit card

• The CPC is a ‘No Plastic’ electronic tool for the 
ordering and payment of goods and services from 
only specifically contracted suppliers.

• Enables trained & authorised cardholders to order.

• Allows the end-user and supplier to develop a 
beneficial working rapport.

• Eliminates the need for any invoices.

• Provides ‘Line Item Detail’ statements and reports

• No Cash involved.



Why are P&G introducing the 
CPC?

• Reduces administrative burden on A/P by 
eliminating invoices 

• Assists in improved Payment on time to 
suppliers



Where to use the CPC?

• Where BBP catalogue is not possible.

• Spending pools with high transaction 
numbers.

• Low average transaction values are being 
targeted

• Experience has shown it best to target 
vendors where a certain level of business is 
allocated and it is intended to continue for a 
minimum of six months.



The following are examples of potential

purchases that could be made using CPC:

– Office supplies
– Company letterhead, business cards, stationery
– Temporary staff services
– Car & vehicle hire
– Engineering, maintenance and cleaning supplies
– Printing/ presentation services
– Subscriptions & periodicals
– Packaging/ shipping materials

• Guaranteed payment in 5 working days.

• AMEX take max 2.5% transaction value.
